Common Property News

Changes in Network, Association
After six years of growth, common property-related

activities at the University of Minnesota are drawing to
a close and the focus of activities will be shifted
elsewhere. Tasks that are currently accomplished will
be divided between two sites.

Ms. Fenton Martin, a librarian at the University of
Indiana in Bloomington, will take over from Edward
Lotterman as the Secretary-Treasurer of the
international Association for the Study of Common
Property. She will maintain the membership database
and mailing lists, collect dues, manage all financial
accounts and generally handle all of the administrative
and financial affairs of the association.

Publication of the Common Property Resource
Digest will be shifted to another site. As noted in issue
No. 21, the Board of Councilors of the Association
organized a committee to conduct a search for a new
publication site and to investigate sources of continued
funding. The search has been narrowed to three
candidate sites: the International Irrigation
Management Institute (IIMI) in Sri Lanka, the
International Center for Research in the Semi-Arid
Tropics (ICRISAT) in India, and the International Center
for Living Aquatic Resource Management (ICLARM) in
the Philippines. A final decision will be made shortly
and will be announced in the next issue of the Digest.

Since the initial Ford Foundation grant was received
in 1986, it was the understanding of Ford Runge and
Edward Lotterman that their efforts were initial and
preparatory; that in the long run the Network should
take on an institutional life of its own, separate from the
University of Minnesota, and that production of the
Common Property Resource Digest should occur at
some site where common property is more important
to society than in the central United States.

Much has happened in these six years, including
the emergence of the Inter-University Working Group
on Common Property from the National Academy of
Science Panel and its eventual transformation into the
International Association for the Study of Common
Property. That organization has matured and, as the
date of its third international conference approaches, is
now ready to assume oversight responsibilities for
activities initiated at Minnesota.

New IASCP Officers
The 1992 election of officers of the IASCP has been

held, with the following results. Dr. David Feeny, a
professor at McMaster University in Canada, was
selected as the new President-Elect. Thus he will
succeed the current President-Elect, Daniel Bromley
who will take over from the current President, Robert
Netting, at the Washington conference. Following
succession process, Feeny will become President in
late 1993.
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Joseph Z.Z. Mantowanyika, the Chief Planning
Officer of the Agricultural Development Authority in
Zimbabwe and Jamie Thompson, a consultant with
Associates in Rural Development were elected to
three-year terms on the Board of Councilors.

The members also voted to approve the By-laws as
drafted and presented by the officers of the
Association.

Nomination and Voting Process
A few comments were received with the ballots in

the election described above. Since the ballot
envelopes were opened and tabulated by two
disinterested persons, not officers of the association,
without recording any return addresses, it is impossible
to answer those who commented directly. These
comments will be forwarded to the officers at their
business meeting on September 17. As Secretary, I
would like to share these comments with the members
and make an initial answer.

One comment on the by-laws objected to the un-
democratic nature of proposing only one name for
President-Elect. This question is a legitimate one and
has been raised in the past. But it is also a question
with pragmatic implications for an organization the size
of ours.

The Board explained its position in an article
entitled "Nominations Process" on page 2 of Digest
No. 19 (October 1991). That statement remains the
policy of the Board given the current size and
resources of the organization.

A second comment remarked that none of the
candidates were from third world countries. One of the
candidates for Councilor is a Peruvian, though working
in the United States. A second is a native of the West
Indies, currently working in the West Indies. A third is a
native of Zimbabwe and is working in Zimbabwe.
Officers previously elected include natives of India,
Japan, and Iran.

The third comment noted the lack of women on the
slate of candidates. The nominations committee was
made up of two women and one man. They had a
hard time finding people who would agree to stand for
election and to serve. I am convinced that they made
a good-faith effort to meet the diversity standards listed
in the By-Laws.

A new nominations committee for the 1993 election
will be noted in the next issue of the Digest. I am sure
that the head of that committee will welcome the
suggestion of names of qualified women who are
willing to serve on the Board.

Comments from members are appreciated and are
taken seriously. The materials included in the next
election mailing will specify a process for commenting
that will ensure that those who comment will receive a
more direct response if desired.



New IASCP Secretary-Treasurer
Ed Lotterman has accepted a new position in the

U.S. Federal Reserve system and will not be able to
serve as Secretary-Treasurer after the Washington
Conference. The need for a transition had been
anticipated some time ago, and Ms. Fenton Martin, a
librarian at the University of Indiana, has agreed to
serve as the new Secretary-Treasurer.

Members know Fenton as the compiler of an
extensive bibliography of common property, the
second volume of which has just been made available.
As a result of that work and as an associate of Dr.
Elinor Ostrom, past-President of the Association, Ms.
Martin is very familiar with ongoing work in the
Association. She is an extremely capable and
organized individual and can be expected to be very
effective in this position.

With the mailing of this issue, responsibility for
maintaining the membership database will shift from
Minnesota to Indiana. Effective immediately, send any
correspondence related to mailing address,
membership status or any other association business
to:

Philippines in 1993
As noted in previous issues, the Association has a

strong desire to see future annual conferences take
place at various sites around the world and not be
concentrated solely in North America. Officers of the
Association have had ongoing discussions with a
number of possible candidate sites. An agreement has
been reached to hold the 1993 conference on June 14-
19,1993 at the University of the Philippines at Los
Banos. A large proportion of Association members are
from South or Southeast Asia and common property
resources are vital in virtually all the economies of that
region, so the choice of an Asian site for the first
conference outside of North America is a welcome
one.

Final administrative arrangements regarding the
program chair and committee and details of the call for
papers are not available as this issue goes to the
printer, but will be announced at the Washington
conference in September and announced in
forthcoming issues of the Digest or in special mailings.

It is anticipated that the call for papers may include
special emphasis on the Asia and Pacific region. All
members who may be able to attend a meeting held in
the Philippines should begin planning immediately.

Institutions in the region that may wish to cooperate
in any way or organize concurrent or coordinated
meetings (such as the IDRC workshops held in
Winnipeg in 1992) are invited to contact the
Association Secretary as noted in the article below.

The conference will be held 11-12 October, 1993, at the
CSIR Conference Center in Pretoria, South Africa.

The SCOPE committees stem from the International
Sustainable Biosphere Initiative of the International
Association of Ecologists. 'The SCOPE Sustainable
Biosphere Project will involve the participation of
environmental scientists, social scientists, economists
and political leaders from around the globe. Regional
workshops will bring together experience from widely
differing socioeconomic and ecological situations,
contributing to the SCOPE goal, which is: To Identify
the scientific basis with which to achieve a sustainable
biosphere and to describe the ways in which the
necessary information can be acquired and
appropriately applied in regions throughout the world."
